Ordlnance ) and another 13 species protected under Appendix Il of the Ordinance.

The 20 endangered species in Appendix | included African grey parrots, Scarlet
macaw, and Great green macaw. Together with the other 13 Annex Il animals, all 33
endangered parrots were taken away by the Agriculture, Fisheries and Conservation
Department for further inspection and handling. Since Parrot Village is a licensed
animal trader and breeder, the Police did not seize the other parrots and fledglings.

During the operation, a 44-year-old man and a 46-year-old woman were arrested.
They were suspected of unlawfully possessing the 33 parrots contrary to section 9
and section 15 of the Ordinance. They were currently on bail pending further
investigation.

On a page that is suspected to belong to Parrot Village, a large number of parrots
and their eggs were posted about. The Police are investigating whether the
endangered species were bred, sold, and imported by Parrot Village.
